         From a report entitled “Strategic Economic Development Plan for Ondo State, 
        2004-2008” . We refer to: 
 
         Chapter 7: - The Education Sector- It can be seen that great emphasis has been, 
         rightly, placed upon Primary and Secondary Education in Ondo State. 
 
        This is reflected in the large number of Primary and Secondary Schools in the State. 
        The attached report on the education sector provides clear details of the education 
        opportunities for the young people of Ondo State. 
 
        Unfortunately, the Technical and Vocational Education sub-sector has failed to 
        keep pace with other fields of education because of the widespread perception that 
        Technical Education and Vocational Training are provided for dropouts from 
        primary and secondary schools. The Ondo State Government, in recognition of the 
        need to promote development, has resolved to support the training of technicians 
        and craftsmen because well trained technicians and craftsmen form the backbone of 
        national development. 
 
        In order to achieve the objectives enumerated above, the Government of Ondo 
        State, Nigeria decided to approach the ADB for the funding of the project. 
 
        Briefly, the aims of the project are to create employment, training, re-training, 
        capacity building and re-orientation of the youths with a view to producing a self-
        reliant, highly skilled workforce capable of contributing their quota to the 
        development of the country. 
 
        Great care has been taken in the planning process to promote gender balance in 
        order to assist female students to embrace technical courses in addition to the 
        traditional core subjects. 
 
        In addition, the Building and Construction trades have been given due priority to 
        encourage the trainers and trainees to effectively participate in the construction of 
        their college building projects and other community projects. 
 
        The details of the proposals in the application are based on a study of the five 
        Technical Colleges to be rehabilitated and upgraded. 
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THE EDUCATION SECTOR 
 

7.1 General Overview 
 
Ondo State as well as the other states in South Western Nigeria has always 
considered, its human resources as its greatest asset. Hence, the people of the region 
believe that the full mobilisation and effective utilisation of an educated labour force 
is the corner stone of rapid socio-economic development. This explains why, since 
the early 1950s, the Western Region of Nigeria, in which the present Ondo State was 
an integral part, believed in this development paradigm and had pursued it vigorously 
till today. Ondo State therefore has a long history of investing substantially in its 
education sector, spending large sums of money on its schools and related 
institutions, including financing an active Adult Education Programme and offering 
support to Technical and Vocational schools. 
 
7.2 Government Policy on Education 
 
The thrust of the education policy of Ondo State Government is the provision of free 
and qualitative education at the primary and secondary schools and a subsidized 
system in the tertiary level. The policy also makes primary school education 
compulsory in consonance with federal government policy. However, while the 
compulsory, free and qualitative education extends only to the junior secondary level 
for the federal government, in Ondo state, the free education programme covers the 
entire 6 years of secondary education. The State Policy on education also advocates 
strong support for Adult and non-formal education programme. The main elements of 
the Ondo State Education Policy are:- 
 

i. Provision of free primary education to all children. 

ii. Provision of tuition free secondary education. 

iii. Provision of running grants to primary and secondary schools. 

iv. Payments of bursaries to all Ondo State students in accredited tertiary 

institutions in the country. 

v. Payments for terminal examination fees for secondary school and technical 

college students. 

vi. Provision of Scholarships to students in tertiary institutions on merit. 

vii. Full support to the State Polytechnic and the State University.

I t is impor tant to note that using projected population figures and expected structure of  
Ondo discussed in chapter  3, over  95 percent of Ondo State people in the pr imary school 
bracket of 5-11 years transit to public school system.  This is exemplified by the fact that       
out of the National 
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Population Commission’s projected pr imary school age group population of 711,000 for  Ondo 

State in 2002,  665,779 or  94 percent were enrolled in public schools.  The foregoing will provide 

the analytical schema for  estimating expected size of the pr imary school age group, enrolment, 

number  of schools and the number  of teachers required in Ondo State between 2004 and 2008. 

This analysis will be repor ted in section 7.5 of this chapter . 

 

Public Secondary Schools: The transition of pupils to secondary Schools in Ondo State is not 100 

percent because a significant percentage of pupils drop out for  lack of academic prowess, 

oppor tunities, and pover ty.  Table 7.4 shows the number  of secondary schools in Ondo State 

between, 1999 and 2002.  And, Table 7.5 shows the enrolment figures for  the same per iod.  The 

number  of Public Secondary Schools in the State increased from 259 in 1999 to 272 in 2002, 

which was only a marginal increase of 13.  In terms of enrolment, the number  of secondary school 

students increased substantially from 140,579 in 1999 to 193,069 in 2002, an increase of 53,490.  

The increase can be attr ibuted to the free education programme, which has been extended to the 

secondary school system of the State.  The enrolment figures at the secondary school level when 

compared with the enrolment figures at the pr imary school level indicates on a transition of 30 

percent although a small group of pupil move into Federal Government Colleges, Military 

Schools, and Pr ivate Secondary Schools. 

 

Table 7.6 shows the number  of graduate and non-graduate teachers in Ondo Secondary Schools 

between 1999 and 2002.   The graduate teachers are those with BA, B.Sc, B.ED, MA, M.Sc, 

M.ED degrees while the graduates teachers are holders of NCE, HND and others.  I t is clear  from 

the table that there was a preponderance of non-graduate teachers in the State Secondary Schools 

in 1999 but the gap narrowed significantly towards 2002.  In terms of numbers, teachers in the 

State Secondary Schools increased from about 7000 in 1999 to over  9000 in 2002.

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Adult and Non-Formal Education 

To complement the formal system of education as exemplified by the status of the pr imary, 
secondary and ter tiary school systems discussed above, the State has the State Agency for  
Adult and Non-Formal Education which manages a number  of Adult L iteracy and 
Continuing Education Centres in the State.  The State Government, UNICEF and the 
National Mass Education Commission of the Federal Government fund the adult literacy 
and related programmes jointly.  In terms of funding and size of student population the 
Adult Basic literacy programme is the largest.  This programme operates from over  100 
classes in all the LGAs of the State.  The Table shows that enrolment increased between 
1999 and 2000 but fell drastically in 2001 and 2002 and the changes reflect the situation in 
all the LGAs.  As for  enrolment of Adult learners in the Post L iteracy Programme the 
situation is similar  to the one under  the Basic L iteracy Programme.  This case is depicted 
in Table 7.10.  Similar  situation exists with enrolment in Vocational Educational 
Institution as shown in Table 7.11.  The situation was caused by lack of trained teachers, 
paucity of funds for  the programme, non-payment of honorar ia to instructors, lack of 
required equipment and reading mater ials, and lack of awareness amongst potential 
students.

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   7.4    Assessment of the School System: 

As indicated earlier is this chapter, Ondo State Government, as a continuation of 
the educational policy of previous administrations of the State has consistently 
focused on the provision of basic education to her people.  And, this has paid off 
for the State because the State is one of the few States in the Federation with an 
impressive record of having more than 95 percent of her primary school age 
population in school on a consistent basis.  The primary school system however 
suffers from poor school infrastructure and instructional material.  Teachers are 
poorly trained and equipped and school buildings are old and dilapidated.  
Blackboards are now  “whiteboards”.  Classes in urban centres are overcrowded 
and equipped with poorly constructed and uncomfortable school furniture.  
Classrooms are dusty because of bare floors and during the rainy season the roofs 
leak profusely. And, schools are without adequate sporting and   recreational 
facilities.  The resultant effect is that a significant percentage of primary school 
graduates are ill equipped for secondary school education. 

 

At the secondary school level the situation is not better, if not worse.  Whereas 
secondary schools appear well staffed but the preponderance of non-graduate 
teachers still makes delivery poor.  In addition, number of teachers for the key 
subjects of English Language, Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry and Biology are 
too few to prepare students for rewarding careers.  This is reflected in the poor 
performance of students in these subjects in WAEC examination in the State from 
1999 to 2002 as shown in Table 7.13.  However, the performance was better in 
2001 and 2002 than the previous two years.  The result is also a challenge to the 
efficacy of the current free education programme at the secondary school level, 
which is not complemented adequately with instructional materials in schools for 
lack of adequate funding.   

 

There are two State owned tertiary institutions; the Rufus Giwa Polytechnic at 
Owo and the Adekunle Ajasin University at Akungba-Akoko. Both institutions are 
poorly equipped and manned. 
 

In the area of technical education and adult and non-formal education, the state 
has not devoted sufficient attention and resources to them in the past.

GOVERNMENT TECHNICAL COLLEGES IN ONDO STATE 

 
There were eleven government-owned technical colleges in the old Ondo State and this 

number was reduced to five with the excision of Ekiti State from Ondo State in 1996.  The five 

colleges are located at Owo, Okitipupa, Oka, Idanre and Oke-Igbo.  Government Technical 

College Owo was established in 1963, that of Okitipupa in 1978 while the others Oka, Idanre 

and Okeigbo were established in 1981and 2000 respectively.  The population of the five 

colleges presently stands at about 2000. 

 

Technical colleges in Nigeria must be legally accredited by the National Board for 

Technical Education (NBTE).  The NBTE carries out full physical inspection of facilities before 

accreditation is granted. 

 

Currently, only the Technical Colleges at Owo and Okitipupa have been inspected by the 

NBTE while the Technical College at Oka has undergone pre-accreditation visitations.  There 

are plans to invite the NBTE to send the accreditation team to the other three technical colleges 

so that all the five Technical Colleges would be accredited in due course. 

 

In terms of infrastructural facilities, like workshops, classrooms, library and laboratory; 

only Technical College, Owo is near what can be referred to as ideal technical college. 

 

However due to the age of the college which was established in 1963, most of the 

buildings have become dilapidated and the equipment/machinery have become obsolete. 

  

In view of the important and strategic role that technical education has to play in 

industrial and economic development of any nation, the state government is desirous of 

providing needed infrastructure and equipment to the Technical Colleges to enable them 

perform their statutory roles.  All the colleges except Owo, need workshops, libraries with 

books and laboratories with the necessary equipment and machinery while Government 

Technical College, Owo needs renovation of its workshops and classrooms.  Its obsolete 

equipment and machinery need to be replaced. 

 

 This will enable the Technical colleges to meet NBTE accreditation requirements.

REFURBISHMENT PROJECT FOR 5 GOVERNMENT TECHNICAL COLLEGES 

AND 3 SKILL ACQUISITION CENTRES IN ONDO STATE, NIGERIA 
 

This report is the result of a recent survey carried out at the following 5 Government Technical 

Colleges in Ondo State, Nigeria. 

 
1] OKA TECHNICAL COLLEGE 

The Classrooms and Workshops are: 

Generally structurally sound, but are lacking in security i.e 

Doors are either non-existent or without locks. 

Windows are of the open louvre type with no window bars fitted. 

All classrooms are without standard classroom furniture. 

All workshops are without serviceable teaching equipment. 

The College is without an adequate water supply and is without toilet facilities. 

The College is connected to the National Grid System for Electricity supply but in order to maintain 

continuity in the teaching programme it is desirable that a stand-by generator is provided. 

 

2] OKITIPUPA TECHNICAL COLLEGE 

The College has 2 sites, one old and one new. 
 

THE OLD SITE: 

There is no Permanent water supply, water is available in small quantities from a single borehole. 

Electricity is available from the National Grid but is not distributed to the various buildings. 

The Existing toilet facilities are extremely poor and inadequate for the numbers of staff and students. 

THE NEW SITE 
There are 3 structurally sound buildings, these are lacking in security i.e. Doors and windows are not 

secure, they all require locks and window bars etc. 

There is no water supply, toilet facilities or Electrical Services on this site. 

Classrooms and workshops are without furniture and teaching equipment. 

3] OWO TECHNICAL COLLEGE 

Workshops and Classrooms are generally of sound construction but are lacking in security i.e. 

Door locks and window bars. 

There is a Three Phase Electricity supply available on site but it needs to be distributed to all 

Classrooms and Workshops. 
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The site has no permanent water supply and is without adequate toilet facilities. 

Classrooms and workshops need furniture and teaching equipment, the existing equipment is extremely 
old and in poor condition. 
 
4] IDANRE TECHNICAL COLLEGE 
The classroom blocks are at present under construction and classroom sizes are too small in general, in 

order to convert classrooms to workshops it requires a number of existing small classrooms to be 

converted into one reasonable sized workshop. 

The site has no permanent water supply and insufficient toilet facilities for staff and students; existing 

toilet facilities are of a poor standard. 

Three Phase Electricity supply is not available, the provision of a permanent electrical supply should be 

investigated and in the interim all 5 Colleges should have generator sets as standard equipment. 

 
5] OKEIGBO TECHNICAL COLLAGE 
At the temporary site there are 4 small classrooms in very poor condition. 

A Three Phase Electricity is available. 

Furniture and teaching equipment is old and in very poor condition. 
 
NEW SITE 
There are 2 classrooms under construction at present. 
There is no access road to this site, no electricity, no water or toilet facilities 

Furniture and teaching equipment are required. 
 
GENERAL COMMENTS; 
 
Based upon the above report the renovation of Buildings and associated infrastructure is necessary 

alongside a programme of providing Classroom, Laboratory and Workshop Furniture and Teaching 

equipment in order to provide Technical Education and Training to the youth of the country both male 

and female. 

In general, existing equipment at each of the Colleges was found to be in very poor condition and in 

most cases beyond repair due mainly to the age of the equipment and the non-availability of spare parts. 

 
The Equipment lists have been drawn up to enable the subjects and courses offered at each of the 

Technical Colleges to be taught most effectively, the lists also take into account future courses that may 

be offered by each College. 

Each of the sites has an urgent need for Supplies of fresh water, adequate sanitary facilities and the 

provision of a permanent electricity supply supplemented at each site by an emergency generator 

capable of providing lighting as a minimum requirement. 
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7.5 Prospect for  the Future and way forward 

The attention of the state to educational development is strong and must continue but 
certain policy issues need to be addressed to guarantee better prospects for the future.  
The following measures need to be considered:- 
 
(i) A strategic decision has to be made on the free education programme of the 

state.  The poor state of infrastructure and the poor quality of Primary and 
Secondary School graduates in a testimony to the shortcomings in the policy. 

 
(ii) Government should consider a good funding arrangement with all the 

stakeholders especially the parents – Teachers – Associations (PTAs). 
 
(iii) The large population of students in the classrooms, especially in the Secondary 

schools should be reduced. 
 

(iv) Government should set up a programme for the rehabilitation of school 
buildings and facilities. 

 
(v) In order to provide for the projected increases in school enrolment, government 

should undertake the construction of new school building. The following 
minimum standard features are recommended. 

 
·  Ideal number for recreational activities 
·  Office blocks with conveniences 
·  Provision of water supply 
·  Provision of Science and technical laboratories 
*     Provision of well-stocked libraries 

   
(vi) Ideal Size of Schools:  Standards need to be set for all schools, particularly at the 

Nursery, primary and Secondary schools levels.  Since Nursery education is 
purely a private sector concern, government, should monitor them for 
compliance.  Each Nursery School must not have more than 10 classes of 20 
pupils each.   

 
At the primary school level, a minimum standard of 18 classes of 30 students 
each should be allowed.  At the Secondary School level, the minimum standard 
should be 24 classes of 30 students each. 
 
From the foregoing, each Nursery School should not have enrolment of more 
than 200 pupils, Primary School, 540 students and Secondary Schools, 720 
students.  The ideal number of teachers by UNESCO standard is 27 for primary 
schools with a Headmaster and 2 Assistant Headmasters and 36 teachers for 
Secondary schools with 1 Principal and 2 Vice- Principals.
